In July 2003 and again in January 2004, this member
of your congregation went to Guatemala on a Medical
Mission Team from the Diocese of the Central Gulf
Coast. The team was led by Richard Freeman
from Eufaula, Alabama and consisted of a doctor, 3
dentists, a nurse practitioner, translators, and nurses.
The dental team and their assistants remained in the
church at the camp in Mariscos. They pulled about
965 teeth during the week putting smiles on the faces
of many who had suffered for a long time.

The medical teams loaded their equipment and
themselves in the back of pick-up trucks each
morning to travel 15 minutes or 2 hours each to a
different village T set up in churches, schools, or as
in my case, in a Mayan community, or the side of a
mountain. The doctor and nurses would examine
each person, determine how best to help them, and
then the pharmacists would gather the medicine for
the aftercare person to give to them. During the week
we saw approximately 6,000 people who, through
prayer, would come to know Jesus.

On the last day in Antigua, Elizabeth Bell (the guide
for a walking tour of Antigua) thanked the missionaries
who had been coming to Guatemala over the years as
she had noticed an improvement of the overall health
of the general population of their country. Praise the
Lord!
