The following is from the
preface to EOW:

Enriching Our Worship is not intended to supplant
the Book of Common Prayer, but rather to provide
additional resources to assist worshiping communi-

ties wishing to expand the language, images and
metaphors used in worship. In some cases the can-
ticles and prayers represent the recovery of ancien t
biblical and patristic images, such as the identifi ca-
tion of Christ with Wisdom, and in other cases
images which speak of God in other than the famil-

lar masculine terms which have been so much a
part of our liturgical prayer. Expanding our vocabu -
lary of prayer and the ways in which we name the
Holy One bear witness to the fact that the mystery

of God transcends all categories of knowing, includ -
ing those of masculine and feminine.
