In last month’s Sea Net I wrote that “at this point in 
the re-emergence of St. Andrew’s By-the-Sea, I see a  

coalescence of energy & ministry around three areas :  
(1) liturgy—worship & sacrament, (2) radical hospit al-
ity, and (3) outreach & social justice.” 
 
 

We are a unique congregation, and one of the things  
that contributes to this uniqueness is our demo-
graphics.  If you think about it we have at least  three 
populations.  There’re the year-around folks.  And 
then there is the large extended family including 
snowbirds and other people who live in other places  
both near and far—some who come on weekends and 
some who stay for several months—and when they 
are here, they worship and work with us and conside r 
St. Andrew’s their other church home. 
 
 

And then there people whom our Lord leads to us 
who are in some way in financial or social need.  
Some are homeless or semi-homeless.  Many pass 
through, but many are local.  Their initial contact  
with us is usually through our outreach ministries.   
And many will tell you, they consider St. Andrew’s 
their church family. 
 

This does not fit the template of a suburban Episco -
pal Church, but it is who we are, and somehow by 
the grace and movement of God we are being brought 
into community.
