Rev. Philip M. Duncan, Il, Bishop of the Di ocese of the Central Gulf Coast
The Rev. David B. Powell, Rector, St. Andrew’s By-t he-Sea Episcopal Church

n his celebrated work  Critique of Pure Reason _

the philosopher Immanuel Kant asked three
questions: (1) What can | know? (2) What ought
| to do? and (3) What may | hope? While most

modern theologians who have been influenced by Kant have
focused on the first two areas, the third question captured
the attention of a theologian from the University o f Tubingen,
Jurgen Moltmann, who in 1965 published a most impor tant
book, Theology of Hope .

In a time of transition, it seems natural for us to reflect on
the events of the past and to speculate on what the future
might bring. In looking forward it seems a reasona ble and
healthy question to ask: What may | hope? For mys elf...for
my family...friends...for my church...for my countr y...for the

world? What may | hope?
Moltmann, among some other modern theologians, has

suggested a way to view God and God’s work in this world
from a slightly different perspective than most of us are
used to, and it is a compelling vision indeed.

Instead of seeing God as having completed the work of
creation and sanctification and then “standing behi nd” that
work as creation plays itself out, Moltmann suggest s God
be viewed as “standing ahead” of us in the future, calling

us into ever new possibilities:
In the OIld Testament, the theme of God leading the

people of Israel into a future state constantly rec urs:
Abram, called from Haran to “the land that | will s how
you”; Israel, call from Egypt to “the land of promi se”;
Second Isaiah’s message to the exiles in Babylon, t hat
God is saying to them, “remember not the former thi ngs,
nor consider the things of old. Behold, | am doing anew
thing; now it springs forth, do you not perceive it ?”
God’s appearance to the people in the present alway S
brings with it a message for the future. [EfM Year 4 text]

As Moltmann interprets it, faith in Jesus means fai th in the

AINT ANDREW'’S BY-THE-SEA—That is
our name; that is where we are.
What do you know of this person, Saint
Andrew?

In the Gospels we read that Andrew was
called by Jesus to follow him and become
a fisher of men. Andrew went and found
his brother Simon Peter and brought him
to Christ. In doing so, Andrew became
Christ's first disciple. We also read that
Andrew was the one who helped bring
the loaves and fishes to feed the thou-
sands, hungry not only for food but for
the spiritual food of the teachings of Je-
sus. In various historical writings, we
learn that Andrew, after Christ ascended
into Heaven, traveled to Greece to con-
tinue spreading the good news of the
Gospels. He is said to have met his
death at the hands of angry pagans. He
died tied to an X-shaped cross, because
he did not feel worthy to die as Christ
did, nailed to the traditional cross. Two
countries have chosen Saint Andrew as
their patron—Russia and Scotland. The
Scottish flag bears the X-shaped cross
usually associated with him. In our
church calendar of saints, we honor
Saint Andrew on November 30.

So, what does all this historical data
have to do with you? Is it just so much
stuff for you to quickly scan through or
does it have something to do with the
way you live your life?

The work Jesus started through his dis-
ciples over 2000 years ago is far from fin-
ished. It needs to be continued. Who will
do this work, this spreading the good
news? | say it is each one of us. If we are
truly the people of Saint Andrew's, By-
the-Sea, each one of us can be a disciple,
following Andrew's example of becoming
a fisher of men.

| think there are a lot of people out there
who are lost, who feel abandoned, who
are looking for love in all the wrong
places. Particularly in these difficult
times, people are thirsty for some good
news, something to trust in, something
to give them joy in their lives.

That, dear people, is what we have as
Christians, as followers of Christ. We
have that joy; we know that all-
encompassing love that sustains us; that
faith that allows us to carry on, through
good times and bad. We need to share
this. | believe each one of us can reach
out to people we encounter every day;
through our actions and kind words we
can make manifest to them Christ's love
for us. We can share our joy, our faith,
our love.

Let us not be complacent Christians,
dutifully sitting in our pews on Sunday
and then returning home, never to be a
bearer of the Good News. There is much
to be done. Who will do it? It is us, the
people of Saint Andrew's. We can do it—
we will do it, with God's help.
