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As | am sure all of you know, on Novem-
ber 16 the Destin City Council elected to
purchasing the Clancy property in lieu of
leasing our back parking lot for the pur-
pose of erecting a parking garage at some-
time in the future. The Clancy property
is located just west of our property on the
corner of Hwy 98 (Harbor Blvd.) and
Marler Dr. Even though a financial
analysis was done by the accounting firm
of Carr Riggs comparing both proposals
which showed St Andrew’s the most
attractive as far as the best use of the
City’s money, the City decided to go with
the option to buy.

| attended both City Council meetings
where these proposals were discussed
and | was frankly amazed at the rationale
voiced by some of the council members in
deciding how they planned to vote. One
council member made the statement that
nobody will come to the events staged in
the Harbor District because St. Andrew’s
parking lot is too far away. It's interest-
ing to note that history shows that is not
the case. For example, St. Andrew’s
parking lot was filled to capacity for the
Destin Seafood Festival and people had to
walk three blocks to get to the Festival.
We had people who parked at our lots on
Friday night returned to park again on
Saturday. Another council member
stated that if the council went with the

St. Andrew’s lease the City would have
nothing at the end of the lease. She fur-
ther stated that if the council elected to
purchase the Clancy property, the City
would have an asset of value in 50 years.
What she failed to mention is that if the
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St. Andrew’s proposal, the $3.125 mil-
lion that was being held in escrow for
the purchase of the Clancy property
would be released. The City could use
that money for whatever they wanted.
In fact the City wants eventually to
build three parking garages spread

out north of Hwy 98 to service the
Harbor District. They could have found
another location in addition to ours,
bought that property and had two
parking lots basically for the price of
one. Do you think these two council
members were being good stewards of
the people’s money? Dealing with poli-
ticians at times can be very frustrating.

| wanted the congregation to know that
we had a great proposal and had the
support of the City Manager and the
Mayor in their comments to the Coun-
cil. We got some good PR out of this
even though it didn’t come out like we
hoped. If for some reason the Clancy
closing doesn’t take place by December
31, we are back on the table. There
are a number of legal issues with the
Clancy property that have to be cleared
up before they can close so you can
never tell what might happen to our
benefit.

Let's all enjoy the holidays and move
on.
