here have been a number of inquiries
concerning the status of the Education
Building in regards to possible tenants.

First, | would like to thank the members
of the Motley Crew for all the work they
have done to prepare the building for a
possible tenant. Next time you are in the
back of the church, go by and look at the
front of the Education Building facing
Mountain Drive. You will notice that the
front of the building has been cleaned,
and the steps, ramps, and hand rails
painted. It really looks nice. We of
course have a big “For Lease” sign on the
building.

We have had a number of inquires with
the most promising coming from the City
of Destin. Recently we sent the City of
Destin a proposal to lease the back park-
ing area including the Education Build-
ing. The City of Destin responded and

| met with the City Manager on-site on
June 18 th. We walked the property and
toured the Education Building. The city
is looking for parking to accommodate
the needs of the tourist industry in the
Destin Harbor District. There seems to
be an interest in our proposal and the
City Manager told me he will be back in
contact with us in the near future to
convey their level of interest. Hopefully
something of substance will transpire
from this inquiry.

t. Andrew’s Outreach Programs are
under the overall direction of Jennifer Lee,
Social Justice Committee Chair, who
authorizes all expenditures from the
Outreach Fund. Here is an overview of
our outreach programs, presented in the
order in which each began at St. Andrew’s.

This quiet ministry has been on-going at
St. Andrew’s since the fall of
2000: our first outreach
effort begun as soon as this
congregation re-formed.
Volunteers buy the lunch
bag items in bulk and haul
them into the Food Pantry;
other volunteers open all the
bulk packaging; still others
put these sack lunches together as needed;
the Parish Administrator distributes them to
anyone who comes in and requests one. In
the summer heat, we also offer bottles of
cold water to folks.

If you are hungry, St. Andrew’s will feed you:
no questions asked.

How can you support this ministry?

- donate cases of bottled water
contribute money to the SABTS
Outreach Fund, putting “lunch bags” in
the memo line of your check
volunteer to be a back-up “bagger” when
the regular baggers are away

In the aftermath of Hurricane Katrina in
early fall 2005, we began two outreach pro-
grams that continue today. The first was a
response to the plight of many peo-
ple displaced by Katrina and trying
to return home: in September 2005
Duane St. John arranged for the
initial purchase of Circle K gas
vouchers (now gas cards, pre-loaded
for $10). The Parish Administrator usually

dispenses the gas cards—one card or more,
depending on the circumstances. For this
ministry, we do require a driver’s license,
but we record only the name; we track the
recipients’ names in order to prevent a single
person (or family) from abusing this program.

How can you support this ministry?

Another way we feed the hungry—and the
second ministry that grew out of Katrina
needs—is our own small Food Pantry. The
parish began bringing in canned and pack-
aged non-perishable food items and toiletries
in October 2005. These offerings are

presented and blessed at /

the altar along with our )
financial offerings.

Our snowbird friends Nancy

Middlebrook and Nancy Rivard
did the initial planning and
organizing for the pantry, and

Nancy Middlebrook overhauls

the pantry each time she returns. Other
volunteers sort and shelve the donated food
each week.

For almost 2 years, the “Living Forever” Adult
Sunday School Class at the Destin United
Methodist Church has given the food pantry
the equivalent of about 20 bags of food once a
month.

The hosts of our Soup & Sandwich lunch
(see the next ministry) distribute
pantry food on Mondays. On the
other days of the week, the
Parish Administrator bags and

If you need a bag of food, St. Andrew’s will
feed you: again, no questions asked.

Although donations keep the pantry fairly
well-stocked, sometimes Jennifer Lee must

purchase food to fill in gaps, particularly
cans of meat and fruit.

How can you support this ministry?

As we began to get to know the folks we were
helping regularly with food, we realized that
many of them rarely had a decent meal,

much less a meal prepared by someone else.

In March 2006, Jennifer and William Lee
began our Monday Soup & Sandwich Lunch
ministry.

On Mondays, volunteers set up tables, heat
homemade soup or other food (donated by
several people in the community as well as
by St. Andrew’s members), make sandwiches
and/or salads, serve and then join for lunch
anyone who comes in for the meal, and
finally clean up the kitchen.

How can you support this ministry?
- make your favorite soup(s) and bring
them in for our freezer:
we’ll provide you with
half-gallon plastic tubs
& lids
contribute money to the
SABTS Outreach Fund,
putting “Monday lunch”
in the memo line of your check
volunteer to host or to help serve our
Monday lunch group

The Bicycle program is a volunteer ministry
begun by Duane St. John in the summer of
2006. Duane recruited and trained volun-
teers in bicycle repair and set up our “bike
shop” (located at present in the kitchen area
of the Education Building’s ground floor).

We receive donations of bikes and bike parts,
<. and then the bike crew goes to
work. When a bike is street-
ready, the bike crew places it
in the holding room behind the
parish hall and notifies the
Parish Administrator that another bike is
available.

The donated bikes enable folks who have no
other transportation to get to jobs or appoint-
ments (medical, legal, job interviews).

We give bikes to anyone who requests one.
There is no charge for the bikes.

How can you support this ministry?

The shower program is a volunteer ministry
begun by Duane St. John in August 2006.
Duane recruited and trained volunteers and
created workable schedules for this ministry.

Until early this summer, the shower was
open during office hours Monday-Thursday.
For the past six weeks it has been open 24/7.
Effective July 9 the shower is open Mon. noon
to Tues. noon / Wed. noon to
Thurs. noon / Friday noon to
Sat. noon. This is a ministry
that is appreciated as much as
our food ministries, especially by
folks who are working but have
no access to a shower.

Shower crew members and the Motley Crew
are responsible for policing the shower and
grounds. If there is evidence in the shower
area of alcohol consumption, loitering,
vagrancy, or any other activity that might
create a public nuisance or danger, the

shower is closed. Shower volunteers and
Motlies who find such evidence notify Jenni-
fer Lee, who determines the number of days
the shower will be closed. The Parish
Administrator then places “Shower Closed
until [date]” signs on the shower door (which
will be padlocked) and on the office and
parish hall doors.

How can you support this ministry?

- donate new or used bath towels and
wash cloths (we don’t need hand towels)
donate large bottles of shampoo and
multi-packs of disposable razors
contribute money to the SABTS
Outreach Fund, putting “shower” in the
memo line of your check
volunteer for the shower crew!—  this
ministry really needs 2 more volunteers
right now

Facilities for Outside Groups
St. Andrew’s believes that part of its mission
is serving the local community by providing
our facilities to outside groups. Use of the
facilities is scheduled through the Parish
Administrator after approval by the vestry.
Several groups currently meet here:

Covenant Hospice Support Group

Other groups that have used our facilities
include the 55 Alive / H2U Driving Course, the
Florida League of the Arts, the Girl Scouts,
Meals-on-Wheels in-house lunches, OASIS, and
the USMC Toys for Tots program.
