(John 1:40-42) Also of special
note is the time just before Jesus feeds
the Five Thousand, when Andrew says,
"Here is a lad with five barley loaves
and two fish.” (John 6:8f) He was thus
instrumental in bringing people to Christ
and discerning gifts of others.

As a Church bearing his name, we can
follow his example of encouraging per-
sonal evangelism, and bringing others
to a knowledge of the Gospel of Christ.
We can do that by reaching out to the
un-churched, lapsed, those seeking a
church, and by being a congregation
that welcomes people warmly and
incorporates them into the life of our
church family. We can also model his
example of stewardship by recognizing
the gifts and talents of others and ena-
bling them in the work of the Church.

It is fitting that we conclude the
Christian Church Year with our
remembrance of Saint Andrew and
his ministry looking forward to
ADVENT and the season of HOPE.
