�� very person at St. Andrew’s 
By-the-Sea will have a part to play 

in answering these questions.  At the October 
21 st parish potluck supper we will take time to 
draw out a history of this congregation.  Every-
body present will have a place on the history 
timeline, and will contribute to a glimpse into 
the past life of our church as they have experi-
enced it.  In order to have a more complete  
picture of the past, everyone needs to be  
present and contribute their understanding  
of where we have been and to claim their  
place in history.  
 

We all see history differently; therefore, each 
one’s account/version is significantly important 
in developing an accurate/extensive timeline.   
A glimpse into our past can possibly provide  
us with direction for the future.   
 

The interim period between rectors of a parish 
is an ideal time to look honestly where this  
congregation has been in light of the Great 
Commandment ( Go therefore and make disciples 
of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the  
Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, 
teaching them to observe all that I have com-
manded you. – Matthew 28:19-20a).  We then 
assume the role similar to that of John the  
Baptist, preparing the way for the future.  By 
participating in a review of history, a conscious 
and intentional anticipation of the future of  
this congregation becomes possible.

�� pportunity, Inc. (formerly The Con-
tinuum of Care) is the coordinating non-
profit agency for Okaloosa and Walton 
Counties.  It is run by an extraordinary 
woman, Lenore Wilson, who was just in-
ducted into the women’s hall of fame for 
our area.  Duane St. John sits on their 
Board of Directors. 
 

Each year the Florida Office on Home-
lessness provides Challenge grants to 
Continuums of Care throughout Florida,  
and local agencies such as St. Andrew’s 
can apply for funds through that grant.  
We apply to Opportunity, Inc. who has 
an independent board review all grant 
requests and rank them in order.  Then 
when the State grant award level is an-
nounced, the local groups are awarded 
the funding up to that amount. 
 

Last year was the first time St. Andrew’s 
requested money.  We were the number 
one ranked application and received 
$4000.00 which funded two new refrig-
erators, materials for roof repairs over 
the food pantry and rear areas of the 
parish hall building (labor done by the 
Motley Crew), miscellaneous shower  
expenses and food for the pantry. 
 

This year we were once again the top 
ranking application.  We asked for $8000 
to move the shower to a new location and 
we will receive the $8000 in October.   
St. Simon’s received $7500 for their cold 
night shelter program as did the Seventh 
Day Adventist Church in Fort Walton.  In 
total 14 grants were awarded this year.
