Episcopal Church met in July in
Anaheim, California. Over and over
again, "mission” was heard—mission to
all baptized, mission to the "least" of us.
About 1,100 clergy and lay deputies and
alternates and about 150 bishops
focused on mission. How do we, as
Christians, do the work we have been
called to do in these times of fewer
resources, decreased budgets, and
economic constraints?

At Saint Andrew's By-the-Sea, part of
our vision statement says "serving the
community in Christ's name both within
and beyond our walls." Each one of you
should take pride in the work we do

with our outreach ministries. The food
pantry, food bag program, shower minis-
try, gas coupon program, and the bike
ministry have all made a difference to
people in our community. It is through
the work of volunteers and generous
financial support that we are able to do
these ministries on a local level.

| feel there is another component to
achieving "mission”: WORSHIP. | feel
regular church attendance is a vital part
of our lives as Christians. To quote
Forward Day by Day , Sunday, August
16, "The principal reason we gather
each Sunday in church is to be a com-
munity of praise. We come first to give,
not receive. We come to worship before
we come to want." Key words here are
"community" and "give". To be part of
the body of Christ in a communal setting
and giving back are crucial elements in
the life of a Christian. Can we at
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St. Andrew's make a difference on a
larger scale? Can our faithful worship
and giving impact those least among us
beyond our immediate geographical
sphere?

The answer is a resounding yes! Just
read the Prayers of the People in the
Book of Common Prayer that are part of
our Sunday service. Also, each Sunday
during the offertory, the offering plate is
passed. Pledges, Stewardship Coins,
dollar bills and coins are collected and
offered up to God in thanksgiving for our
many blessings.

Saint Andrew's By-the-Sea, like other
Episcopal churches, gives a portion of
our "plate and pledge" to the Diocese of
the Central Gulf Coast, which in turn
gives to the National Church. Our giving
helps support the Episcopal Church's
work with the Millennium Development
Goals (MDGSs), Episcopal Relief and
Development (ERD). and the United
Thank Offering (UTO). Each of these
programs touches people not only in the
United States but throughout the world.
We may be sitting here in the Florida
Panhandle, but our prayers and offerings
touch people far beyond our walls.

So my brothers and sisters, come to the
Lord's table each week, raise your voices
in praise and thanksgiving; give back,
pass it on! Share the joy you have found
in this place. Continue to make a differ-
ence touching the least among us.

The shower program  is an example of
one of those ministries. There has been a
surge during the hot summer months in
the usage of our shower by our homeless
community. Last month, that program
consumed 27,100 gallons of water: water
for showers and for laundering towels and
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washcloths. The money we raise through
our fund raising efforts will, among other
things, help us pay for the increases we
experience in our utility costs in support-
ing that ministry.

We often confuse it with just the gift of
money. It is much more than that. Itis
the giving of ourselves to Christ.

We have
implemented a program of providing
Stewardship coins to those who have
pledged to the Church. Many of our
members give their pledge monthly,
guarterly, or annually. This pattern

of giving is good for our cash flow but
lacks the sacramental act of giving back

If anyone wishes to pledge for the
remainder of the year, pledge cards are
available in the Narthex. The important
thing is not how much you pledge, but
that you pledge. How many of you re-
member saying the pledge of allegiance

or a civic meeting? This is similar to
your pledge to the Church. You are com-
mitting yourself to support your Church

and its ministries and to come to its wor-
ship services. Remember the widow’s

mite—Luke 21:1-4:

As he looked up, Jesus saw the rich
putting their gifts into the temple
treasury. He also saw a poor widow
put in two very small copper coins.
“I tell you the truth” he said, “this
poor widow has put in more than all
the others. All these people gave
their gifts out of their wealth; but
she out of her poverty put in all she
had to live on.”
