Many still wonder what it is all 
about.  Perhaps a quick history will 

get us in touch with its roots and meaning. 
 

Dear people of God:  The first Christians  
observed with great devotion the days of our 
Lord’s passion and resurrection, and it  
became the custom of the Church to prepare 
for them by a season of penitence and  
fasting.  This season of Lent provided a time 
in which converts to the faith were prepared 
for Holy Baptism.  It was also a time when 
those who, because of notorious sins, had 
been separated from the body of the faithful 
were reconciled by penitence and forgive-
ness, and restored to the fellowship of the 
Church.  Thereby, the whole congregation 
was put in mind of the message of pardon 
and absolution set forth in the Gospel of our 
savior, and of the need which all Christians 
continually have to renew their repentance 

and faith.   – Ash Wednesday, BCP p. 264. 
      

Lent is about our being “put to mind” of the  
extravagant message of pardon and absolution 
which Jesus offers us.  It is about ordering our 
common life in such a way that this truth is  
proclaimed and experienced.  Lent is about 
drawing us to a celebration.  
 

To help its members be “put in mind,” the  
early church called forth those preparing to be 
baptized as examples who in their journey  
would remind all the baptized of their continual 
journey.  After being called forth before the  
community, these candidates were set on course

before the start of Lent.  Its name is derived from the 
old English practice of confessing one’s sins on this 
day in preparation for the holy Lenten season.  The 
verb “to shrive” means to confess oneself and receive 
absolution.  At one time Shrove Tuesday was also 
called Pancake Day since pancakes were traditionally 
eaten.  Originally the practice was a means of using 
up; the milk, eggs, and fat which were not allowed to 
be eaten during the strict days of Lent.

• Future utilization of the playground 
area next to the Education Building 

• The feasibility/cost of constructing a 
driveway on the side of the parish hall 
to access the rear parking lot

why and my reply was along the lines 
of…“this is better.”  Forty-some-odd years 
later, during my study of social psychol-
ogy, I identified this as ‘human adapta-
tion and alteration of behavior when con-
fronted by unacceptable circumstances.’  
D-ah-ah-ah!  It was hot! 
 

This behavior is common to us all, we 
seek comfort not discomfort.  This is a 
long way of explaining:  I am uncomfort-
able with the socially dictated norm that  
a social distance must be maintained  
between people in order not to produce 
discomfort for another.  To strangers we 
do not speak nor exchange smiles.  The 
first step to ‘pay-it-forward’ is to break 
through those barriers within yourself.  
Allow yourself to look at the world as if it 
is not threatening to you; allow yourself 
to look around in your current surround-
ings and note if there is someone who 
may need your assistance; determine 
what simple action you can take to help; 
make eye contact; smile; ask if you can 
help; then do it.  If you can, don’t accept 
the thanks that usually occur.  Just  
encourage them to help someone else. 
 

Sometimes the offer is rejected, some-
times the offer is accepted.  When it is  
accepted, you have done three things.  
Someone else has been included into your 
‘concern’ and continues to make you feel 
a part of the kingdom.  Second, you have 
taken the opportunity to ‘pay-it-forward’.  
And last but not least, you will have  
encouraged that ‘someone’ to help some-
one else and the ripples go on…and on…
and on… 
 

Pay-it-forward.  Comfort versus discom-
fort.  What a concept!

(ASH WEDNESDAY THROUGH HOLY SATURDAY) 

 

I n keeping with the time for quiet reflec-
tion and the penitential theme of Lent, 

our liturgy will emphasize these themes 
and mood: 
 +  The Eucharist will begin with  
A Penitential Order (Prayer Book page 351).
