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In my last Notebook report to the congre-
gation, I had mentioned a goal of develop-
ing a master plan for our physical plant.   
I will report on some of the progress in 
this report.  
 

Education Building and rear parking lot  – 
Two of the items listed involved the future 
utilization of the Education Building and 
the rear parking lot.  Since the church 
property is owned by the Diocese of the 
Central Gulf Coast, we had to get their 
permission on what we could or could not 
do with the property.  The Bishop and the 
Standing Committee, conveyed through 
their representative, said we could lease, 
on a long term basis, any part of the prop-
erty but under no circumstances could we 
sell any of the property.  Any lease would 
have to be approved by the Standing Com-
mittee and the Bishop.   
 

To that end, we have continued to try and 
lease the Education Building and – even 
though we have gotten some interest from 
two prospective parties – nothing to date 
has transpired.  Hopefully in the future 
with the improving economy and the  
completion of the Mountain Drive upgrade 
and landscaping program, the Education 
Building along with associated parking 
will be leased.  The congregation can help 
by getting the word out-we have a 12,000 
square foot building for lease.  
 

Outreach Ministries facilities  – the new  
inside shower for our homeless ministry 
has been completed and, upon completion 
of the permitting process, should be in  
operation by June 1.  Special thanks go  
to Bill James and Jim Sills who worked 
together to make this all happen, along 
with the expertise and labor of Dick  
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Fred Fenn 

Cunneen, Tom Hanlin, and Jerry McGee.  
Jennifer Lee (who chairs our Social  
Justice / Outreach committee) deserves 
special thanks for getting an $8,000 
grant from Opportunity, Inc., which has 
provided most of the funds to make this 
happen.  On the facing page are pictures 
so you can see what has been accom-
plished.  The best thing to do is take a 
tour of the new facilities during fellow-
ship.  We have some talented and dedi-
cated members among our congregation 
and this project is a good example of their 
work.   
 

In another area, the bike shop has been 
moved into the office area adjacent to  
the new shower.  This ministry was previ-
ously located on the first floor of the  
Education Building.  This move has left 
the Education Building unoccupied and 
has given us the opportunity to clean up 
the downstairs floor of that building and 
make it more attractive to a potential 
renter.  
 

Playground Area adjacent to Education 
Building  – Adam Pierce and his Navy  
buddies have taken on a project of fixing 
up the playground area and turning part 
of it into a volley ball court.  They have 
already torn down the old wooden play-
ground equipment and have started 
painting the picket fence that surrounds 
the area.  Once this is finished it will be a 
great place to have picnics and other out-
side activities. 
 

This concludes my report for this news-
letter and I will continue to keep the con-
gregation informed as we continue to do 
the work of keeping our facilities in good 
order.
