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Christians down through the centuries 
have greeted one another with those  
triumphant and victorious words on 
Easter morning.  But before we can come 
to that point, we need to recall that at  
the outset of Lent we were reminded that 
the Church observed with great devotion 
the days of our Lord’s passion and resur-
rection only after proper preparation.  
Rather than commemorate just certain 
events in our Lord’s life, we need to take 
part in his suffering, death, and resurrec-
tion.  While we do that in every Eucharist, 
and in our daily lives, Holy Week provides 
us with an opportunity to complete the 
journey of Lent begun on Ash Wednesday 
— only then can we celebrate fully our 
Lord’s resurrection and proclaim:

Scripture readings 
and prayers provide the framework for the medi-
tations.  A meaningful way to prepare for 
Maundy Thursday, Good Friday and Easter!

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�� ach Sunday in the Prayers of the 
People, we have been praying for the 

Episcopal Sisters of Saint Margaret. 
 

These Sisters have been an Episcopal 
presence in Haiti since 1927.  They 
had an Episcopal school, a convent, a 
house for the elderly and indigent 
that included terminal care and burial. 
They also had a ministry where they 
taught local women to make and embroi-
der altar linens which are available for 
purchase to help support their mission 
work.  These Sisters interacted and 
collaborated with the Episcopal Bishop  
of Haiti and local clergy throughout 
the Diocese of Haiti. 
 

The four Sisters working there survived 
the earthquake unharmed.  All their 
property was destroyed.  They are pres-
ently living with other homeless people 
on a large quadrangle in makeshift  
shelters.  When Mother Superior offered 
them the opportunity to return to  
Boston, the Sisters declined.  They are 
still carrying on their work. 
 

These Sisters have a special place in my 
heart.  My childhood church was 
Church of the Advent in Boston at the 
foot of Beacon Hill.  The convent's 
Mother House was in historic Louisburg 
Square.  Throughout my  childhood, 
these nuns were part of my Christian 
Education.  When I turned 13, I  helped 
the Sisters with Sunday School. They  
attended services with our congregation, 
filling the two front pews on Sunday 
morning.  There they were with  their 
white wimples, covered with sheer black 

veils, dressed in their floor-length 
charcoal gray habits. 
 

As an adolescent, I attended summer 
camp run by the Sisters on Cape Cod. 
At sixteen I returned to camp as an aide, 
washing camper's uniforms and helping 
prepare food in the kitchen.  To escape 
the city heat, the Sisters would come to 
the Cape to relax and vacation. As teen-
agers, we would delight in watching the 
nuns walking along the shoreline bare-
foot, holding up the hems of their long 
habits, enjoying the feel of the cool water 
on their feet. 
 

I left Boston in 1969 to serve in the Air 
Force Nurse Corps for twenty years.  I 
kept up with news of the Sisters.  They 
sold their Mother House on Beacon Hill:  
it is now the home of John Kerry.  Their 
new Boston Convent is in a less expen-
sive neighborhood and closer to their 
community work and contacts.  You can 
imagine my concern when news of the 
earthquake became known.

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&�s you enter the nave of our church, 
you’ll see the chapel on the left-

hand side, our Columbarium.  A Colum-
barium is a grouping of niches which 
contain the cremated remains of  
departed church members.  In recent 
years, more and more churches have  
installed columbaria as a meaningful 
way to honor and respect the remains  
of those who have died.  
What better place than in 
the church to place these 
remains?   
The church is where we 
are baptized; it is there  
we are married.  What 
better witness than to 
have our remains  
placed in this same  
sacred space? 
 

Our Bishop, the Rt. Rev.  
Philip M. Duncan, II,  
consecrated the Colum-
barium as holy ground.   
A burial or memorial  
service may be held in  
the Columbarium area  
or in the nave. 
 

As an in-house project,  
the Motley Crew members 
did all the work:   
a full-immersion baptismal tub and two 
change rooms were removed to make 
way for the new chapel.  
 

The altar was built by former member 
Bob Mallon (now deceased) from dark  
mahogany that Father Don Cramer, our  
deceased former interim rector, brought  
from Costa Rica while visiting family.  
Twenty-four niches are in the altar, and  
some contain the remains of former 

 members, including Father Cramer.  The 
Columbarium niches on the east wall  

number sixty-six.   
 

The Celtic cross bears the Lamb of God in 
the center; at the points of the cross are 

the symbols of the four Evangelists –  
St. Matthew (the winged man), St. Luke 

(the winged ox), St. Mark (the winged 
lion), and St. John (the winged eagle); at 
the bottom, representations of baptism, 

the Eucharist, and the Resurrection.   
 

The memorial plaques on 
the left and right of the 

stained-glass window  
contain the names of 

members whose remains 
are elsewhere.  Peggy 
Cramer, the widow of  

Father Cramer, gave the 
kneelers and votive candle 
stands as a memorial gift. 

 

Even in death, the  
Columbarium is a visible 

sign that the congregation 
of St. Andrew’s By-the-Sea  

cares for its members.   
It provides a peaceful,  

consoling link between  
life and death.  

 

Perhaps you will never 
make a decision that is 

more personal or private.  
How you choose to dispose 

of your own body or the body of someone 
you love is something only you can  

decide.  It is our hope that this article will 
help you in reaching this decision.

The Enneagram is an ancient spiritual 
guidance tool that can be used to help  
us discern what is preventing us from a 
full and true relationship with God.  The  
Enneagram is a study of nine basic types 
of people:  it explains why we behave the 
way we do and points to specific direc-
tions for individual growth.  This is a  
delightful and enjoyable workshop and 
Fr. Meninger is an excellent guide.
